The mechanism of friction between metals is now fairly well understood. When two solid sur-
faces are pressed together contact is made only at the tiny high spots, and the pressure at these points is
consequently so high that welding can occur especially if, in addition, heat is generated by relative motion
of the surfaces.

.At high rubbing speeds with insufficient Iubrication large areas of one surface may be removed by the
other, causing severe damage to bearings, etc., but in cases of mild friction the transferred material may
be very small and difficult to detect or measure. Such measurements can be performed with a high sensi-
tivity if one of the metal surfaces is made radioactive.
